Question #1. 
The Bank provides consumers with a folder that contains the individual marketing product sheets. The Bank’s name is printed on the front of the folder. Does the folder need to contain the FDIC membership logo?
 
Answer: No
The FDIC membership rules contain an exception for stationary and envelopes. I would argue that the folder constitutes the equivalent of these specifically exempt items so as to be included within the exemption.
 
FDIC Rules and Regulations § 328.3 Official advertising statement requirements. 
(d)  Types of advertisements which do not require the official advertising statement. The following types of advertisements do not require use of the official advertising statement: 
(2)  Insured depository institution supplies such as stationery (except when used for circular letters), envelopes, deposit slips, checks, drafts, signature cards, deposit passbooks, certificates of deposit, etc.;

Question #2
The Bank utilizes a “refer a friend” program whereby Bank customers will receive $X for each person referred who opens a new account with the Bank. Does the Bank’s disclosing to the existing accountholder that the referred person has opened a new account at the Bank constitute a GLBA violation?
 
Answer: No if the program is structured correctly.
GLBA allows for the disclosure of nonpublic personal information with the consumer’s consent. The Bank should structure its referral program such that the 2nd consumer opening the account expressly authorizes the Bank to disclose such fact to the referring party. I would strongly suggest documenting that authorization in writing.
Sec. 6802. Obligations with respect to disclosures of personal information
(e) General exceptions 
Subsections (a) and (b) of this section shall not prohibit the disclosure of nonpublic personal information -
(2) with the consent or at the direction of the consumer;
